	Understandings:

	Essential Questions:

· How did the tribes adapt to the ecology, weather, and flux of immigrants?

	Stage 3 – Learning Plan

	Learning Activities:

Describe how any of the following were facilitated through technology integration:

· Research accounts of CO Indian tribe history from multiple perspectives and from multiple resources and record important facts

· Record clear ideas in their outline folder

· Create their tribe’s dance and game

· Design/replicate their tribe’s dwelling

Activities that enable students to direct their own learning:

*Accountability independent reading for research/ note taking for important facts
*Creating pottery, tribal art, ‘possible bags’, & designing tribe’s dwelling

*Discuss within their group why there are still disagreements and conflicts amongst American Indian Tribes.  Create a poster with information comparing and contrasting these conflicts.
Additional activities that incorporate technology:
